CHURCH YARD MAINTENANCE
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Most people will know that the oldest part of our Churchyard is looked after by volunteers from the village (more are always welcome!) and follows a conservation policy under the guidance of the Yorkshire Living Churchyards scheme. The grass parking area near the church is looked after by Eamonn Wall. We are really grateful that these two areas always look so good, but the same cannot be said for the lower churchyard, the one which is currently in use. Since we sadly lost the last contractor who was paid to keep this area tidy, it has become very overgrown and, in parts, looks quite neglected.  We need someone who will undertake to trim it at regular intervals - up to seven times a year between April and the end of October - to keep it looking cared-for and accessible. If anyone who lives in Burythorpe has suitable equipment, and would like to do the job at a reasonable cost, that would be ideal. Or, if you can recommend anyone who would come to do it, please contact Beryl Lowe (658367). Otherwise we shall have to look further afield.

A number of households in the village are supplied by FLOGAS LPG. It turned out that what those households paid per litre varied from 38ppl to 61ppl! If you are supplied by this company you may be interested to know that those rates are all now down to 38ppl fixed for 6 months, and that the company does not have a published price chart. The price is ‘negotiated’ with each customer, so make sure you check what you are being charged and get on the phone and negotiate.  The LPG area of the energy market remains totally unregulated, allowing suppliers to charge what they like and tie customers in to contracts with daily charges surcharges and tank charges added on where they can get away with it. If you feel this is unfair then please write to our local MP Anne Macintosh. The more people that express concern the more likely we are to get the matter raised in Parliament and hopefully a change made to the regulations.
